Marble Bust &c) for the use of Robert Nollekins by me Tho[ma]s

Note:  Joseph Nollekens (1737 – 1823) carved a bust of David Garrick in 1764, 
while they were both in Rome. ‘It was Nollekens’s first attempt at 
portraiture and it earned him twelve golden guineas’. This is now at 
Althorp House, Northants.
